Teaching Agreement 
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1. All course content is subject to approval by EbearZ University Administration prior to payment.  Many students learn by  ‘seeing’ through photos.  The number of photos in each class is dependent upon the overall material, but a bare minimum of 35 photos is expected.  Many courses have over 100 photos, and students have come to expect this visual aspect of the EbearZ University.  Video is also encouraged and is an excellent way to show more complex processes.  A supply list must accompany each course.  
2. Course material is submitted as a Word Document. Photos are submitted as email attachments. Documents with the photos embedded into them will not be accepted. No .pdf documents will be accepted.  
3. Writers’ fee per course is fee is  payable in your currency and varies depending on the size and content of the course. PayPal is used for international ( outside of Canada) teaching payments, as this provides the fastest and most easily traceable form of payment. 

4. Registration commission is 40% of all registration fees for the course, payable at the beginning of each course run. Again, PayPal is used for international teaching payments. 

5. Course runs will vary depending upon content.  

6. Registration fee will be determined upon the receipt of course material. Typical courses run between $25.00 and $70.00 USD each.

7. Each course contract will be run for a 2 year period to be renegotiated or cancelled at the end of the term.  

8. For the time that the course is listed online the course shall not be published or taught elsewhere without written permission from the EbearZ University administration.  

9. During the time the course is in the University there shall be a joint
copyright of materials and photos between the EbearZ University (Kran-Beary’s) and the author of the course material.   The University  and the author may  both use photos for promotional purposes. Full copyright of the written course material, including photos and raw video reverts back to the author at the time that the course contract is terminated. 
 

10. The author/teacher is responsible for checking into the Discussion Forum at the Agora each day and answering questions that may have been posted within 24 hours.  When this is not possible due to illness or travel, the instructor will post a message describing the length of time they expect to be absent and/ or make arrangements for a stand-in with EbearZ University Administration.


11. The EbearZ University will maintain the site, and load all courses and
photos to retain consistency and branding between classes.  Periodic web and magazine advertising is also conducted.

12. The author agrees to have a photo and a brief profile on the site.  Promotion of
your own web site and products throughout the class is encouraged.
13. The teacher/author agrees to hold the EbearZ University in good standing, and to refrain from any activity whatsoever that would hold it in disrepute. 

Frequently Asked Questions and Directions:

Q. What if I have additional information for the students regarding the class?
A.  Often this information can be worked into a sidebar within the class. Our Agora Library is another great place where tutorials and essays can be placed on related subject matter.

  

Q. Will I be paid for kits that are prepared for my workshop?

A. Kits are no longer offered through the U. An accurate supply list is essential.  If you so choose, you may provide a supply kit to students at your own expense, however, prompt courteous service would be required as the EbearZ name might still be associated with your delivery.  We have found that kits tend to limit, rather than increase registration.
Q. Can I promote my EbearZ University Classes elsewhere?  

A.  By all means, please do!   Informal and word of mouth advertising is always welcome.  Formal ads and copy should be submitted for approval prior to distribution.

Q.  What kind of photos do I submit?
A.  We prefer photos that are 400 X 600 pixels (4X6 ratio when cropping) at 72.dpi.  JPG format is preferred.  
Q. How do I submit my material?

A. Write your class as a WORD or Notepad document. A plain document with no formatting whatsoever is preferred. (No bold, underlined, highlighted text, or text with special fonts. The plainer, the better!)   Normally the class is divided into four or five chapters depending on its size. Chapter one contains the class synopsis, supply list, ideas, and EbearZ housekeeping items (common to each class and prepared by Ebearz administration.)
